Born September 27, 1945, in Portland, Oregon, I attended grade school in Witch Hazel and Reedville before moving to Hillsboro in 1995 where I graduated from Hillsboro Union High School as salutatorian.  At the University of Oregon where I served as Entertainment Editor for the Oregon Daily Emerald from 1964-1966, I was elected in 1966 to Phi Beta Kappa's Senior Twelve, the top 12 GPAs in a class of over 3,000, graduating summa cum laude in English and Honors College in 1967.  I won a full NDEA Fellowship to the University of Utah from 1967-1970 where I also served as a part-time movie reviewer for the Utah Daily Chronicle.  I earned an M.A. and Ph.D. "with honors" in American Literature, writing dissertations on Edgar Allan Poe and Ray Bradbury.  I hired on as an assistant professor in the English department at Mayville State College in North Dakota from 1970-1972 where I also served for a year as acting chairman.  I returned home to teach English at Milwaukie High School until winning a Junior Fulbright to the Gesammthochschule Duisburg in West German in 1974-1975.   While hoping to return to teaching, I took a "stopgap" job at the Washington County assessment department where I met my second wife Nettie, marrying in 1976.  The job lasted over 28 years, the marriage more than 27 until, as we both took early retirement in November of 2003, Nettie was diagnosed too late with acute myelogenous leukemia (AML) and passed away February 11, 2004.  During all that time, I never stopped writing, even trying my hand at editing a literary magazine called the New Oregon Review from 1979-1985 that turned out to be too much work and expense for too little return.
      I’ve written non-fiction the last 30+ years for Journal of Popular Culture, Film Heritage, Cinefantastique (film reviews from 1979-1985), Amazing Stories (movie reviews), Video Magazine, Willamette Writers, True Romance (cover story 12/04, 12/05), The Writer (cover story 5/05) and Fate (7/05).  Since 1967, over 20 of my stories have appeared in magazines like Oui (when Playboy Enterprises owned it), Michigan Quarterly Review, Chattahoochee Review, Crosscurrents, Descant (that tale won the then-$100 1984 Frank O’Connor Award) Woman’s World, Mendocino Review, Amazing Stories and Wildfire.  In the summer of 2006, I won the $250 (Canadian) 2nd Prize in the 4th annual Tall Tales Press fiction contest.  I’ve since won publication in the Crosstime SF contest anthology in both 2008 and 2010.  I’ve placed over 40 poems in journals like Princeton Review, Blue Unicorn (the poem won the $25 3rd Place in the 1983 Nat’l Writers Club contest), jefferson review, Indigenous Fiction, Seattle Times’ Pacific, The Oregonian ($50 1st Place in a 1996 contest), Byline, Alabama Poetry Society’s Love Poems 2003 (2nd Place), 2003 Emily Dickinson Anthology, Peeks & Valleys, Thema,  Harp-Strings, Freefall, Rattle, The Distillery and Soundings Review. Works published from 2004 on often honor my wife and our life together.  
      While continuing to work on short fiction and poetry, I also enjoy taking hour-long morning walks; watching songbirds feed near the fountain in our backyard; reading mysteries by such authors as Nelson DeMille, Stuart Woods, Robert Parker and William Tapply; cooking simple healthy dishes, especially ones pasta-based; llistening to cable’s “elevator music”; and watching romantic comedies, musicals, mysteries and adventure films.
